CATEGORIES: 
The following categories are including abbreviations:- 

1 Portrait /People [port] 
2 Nature [natr] 
3 Scapes [scap] 
4 Emotions [emot] 
5 Photo for a Recipe Book [phrb] 
6 Abandoned [aban] 
7 Open [open] 

 
ENTRY FORMAT: 

1 All entries must be in Digital format 
2 Maximum horizontal dimension to be 1024 pixels 
3 Maximum vertical dimension to be 768 pixels 
4 Files must be in sRBG JPEG format for IBM (Windows) PC 
5 Filename per the following format with single-word title and recognizable 

abbreviation:    [club]_{subject]_[title]_[surname].jpg 
e.g.    mgps_port_sunrise_north.jpg 

 6 Images to be submitted on C 
7 CD must be “finalized” (non rewritable) to maximize compatibility and clearly 

marked with club name and preferably with separate folders for each category. 
 

NUMBER OF ENTRIES: 
1 Maximum of three (3) images per category…max. number of 21 images per club. 
2 The three (3) images in each category must be by different makers.   
3 The Open section is for AB and B grade workers only – clubs where members are 

un-graded may submit 3 images by 3 different makers.

d. List any items that you wish to add to the delegates meeting agenda.
